Whole School Theatre Trip – Wednesday 24th January 2024 

We are very excited to share with you that we are going on a whole-school trip to the theatre. We 

are booked to go to the REP Theatre in Birmingham to see the theatre production of The Lion, the 

Witch and the Wardrobe.

This is a wonderful opportunity for our 

children to experience a trip to the theatre on top of the show being based on one of the books we 

read in school.  

The date of our theatre trip is Wednesday 24th January 2024 and we will need to ask for a 

voluntary contribution of £30.00 per child. This contribution is to cover the cost of the theatre tickets 

and the coach transportation. This request is reduced to £15.00 for all pupils who qualify for Pupil 

Premium funding (eligible for free school meals now or at any point in the last 6 years). Please make 

payment on ParentPay, under the trip called “Theatre trip 2024”.  (If Ever 6, then “Ever6 Theatre trip 

2024”).  

We understand that the Christmas period can be an expensive time of year and so we are offering a 

delayed payment plan to help with this. Please see the table below for more information:
