Year 6 Residential Visit to Boreatton Park 2026 
Monday 2nd – Friday 6th November 2026 

 
After an absolutely wonderful few days at Beaumanor Hall, I was very excited to start thinking 
about booking the children’s Year 6 residential trip to Boreatton Park in Year 6 (Autumn 2026). 
We understand it is very early to start thinking about this trip, but by making arrangements this 
early, it allows us/you to spread costs out over a longer period of time.  
 
This trip is an action/adventure based visit and it is a fantastic part of Year 6. Throughout the 
trip, all children are given the chance to participate in a range of fun, exciting and challenging 
activities that are led by the fully qualified and experienced PGL staff. In addition, a member 
of our school team will be with the children at all times. The emphasis of the trip is on teamwork 
and personal development.  
 
We do work hard to keep the costs of the trip to a minimum despite accommodation and 
transport costs rising each year. Currently, we would expect the 2026 trip to cost 
approximately £418.00 - we will provide a final price once we know the numbers of the children 
participating and final bookings have been made.  
 
If you would like to reserve a place for your child on this visit, please make a deposit payment 
of £40.00 before the 30th June 2025 via Arbor under “Boreatton Park 2026 Deposits”. There 
is no consent form required at this point in time. Once deposits have been finalised a new trip 
payment schedule will be set up on Arbor to complete payments.  Payments for the remaining 
balance can be made at your own leisure but all payments will be expected by the 21st August 
2026. Cancellations/refunds are dealt with on a case-by-case basis. A detailed suggested 
payment plan and information about cancellations is on the following page. 
 
The cost of this trip will be reduced to half price for all pupils who qualify for Pupil Premium 
Funding.  (Eligible for Free School Meals now, or at any point in the last 6 years.). If you feel 
you are eligible but not registered for this yet, please contact the school office for assistance. 
 
The cost includes all transport involved and full-board accommodation in comfortable 
dormitories with en-suite facilities. The children enjoy three hot meals each day and all 
supervision, instruction and safety equipment, alongside the evening entertainment are 
included in the price.  
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Payment plan:  
To support families with budgeting for the trip, we have broken the costs down into suggested 
monthly payments and have added a ‘running total’ to show where your payments should be 
at by different points in the booking process. The amount currently due is shown in red.

Although the payment plan is flexible, we do expect families to be making significate 
contributions to the amount due. Failure to do so may result in us cancelling the child’s place 
on the trip.  
 

Cancellation policy:  
 

We pay PGL and other vendors for the visit before our departure and therefore we require 
payment for the trip in advance. If for any reason you need to cancel your child’s place on the 
visit, please refer to the cancellation policy below. Cancellations/refunds are dealt with on a 
case-by-case basis.  
 

Please note: All cancellations must be made in writing. 

Date of written notice of cancellation: Refund policy:  

Before 31st January 2026 Full refund of any payments made available. 

After 31st January 2026 50% refund available. 

After 31st May 2026 25% refund available. 

After 30th September 2026 Refund only available with a doctor’s certificate 
stating that the child is not fit for travel. 
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**Cancellations due to medical needs may receive a full refund with a doctor’s certificate 
stating that the child is not fit for travel. This is subject to PGL’s insurance policies. 
 
In addition to this letter, we have included an information leaflet about the Boreatton Park 
residential that may help to answer some of the more commonly asked questions. This is a 
general guide to the trip and some adjustments may have to be made to ensure the residential 
visit can be implemented safely.
